D.C. UNITED

With 10 minutes left to play in their season opener, D.C. United held a two-goal lead against the Los Angeles Galaxy.
But Landon Donovan hit for two goals as the teams ended in a 2-2 deadlock Sunday afternoon at The Home Depot
Center. United are tied for fourth place in the Eastern Conference with Columbus, behind first-week winners Chicago,
Toronto and New England.

LAST MATCH

e The very first MLS Cup finalists were meeting after both missed out on the playoffs a season ago.

e United had a two-goal lead on the road midway through the second half. Christian Gomez converted a penalty
a minute before halftime after Galaxy midfielder Dema Kovalenko was ruled to have tripped him in the box.

e Then in the 62nd minute, Chris Pontius cut into the box from the left flank and swung home a curling blast
inside the far post.

e But Landon Donovan pulled the Galaxy back with two goals in the final 10 minutes. First he converted a penalty
of his own in the 80th minute, after Rodney Wallace was whistled for a handball in the area, and then five
minutes later he headed home a Kyle Patterson cross from the left while all alone behind the United back line
to secure a point for the home side.

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D.C. United head coach Tom Soehn opened the season with three in the back and Ben Olsen in a deep-lying
central midfield role. He also gave a start to rookie Chris Pontius in attack, with Jaime Moreno kept on the
bench as a reserve.

"l think we come away a little disappointed. | thought we deserved a little bit more. Especially in the opening
games of the season, there is a lot of turmoil. You never know what to expect,” Soehn said.

TEAM NEWS

Chris Pontius made his professional debut, starting in the second striker spot ahead of all-time MLS leading
scorer Jaime Moreno, but the rookie from nearby Yorba Linda marked his bow with a well-taken goal.

“Took a little bit for him to get going, but once he got his rhythm he showed a lot of his qualities from spring
training,” Soehn said. “One of the reasons why we drafted him is he’s a smart player, he’s athletic, he’s got a
knack to score goals. | thought he had a good (game) for a debut.”

Following the match, Soehn was also bothered by the reaction to the clash of heads between Devon McTavish
and Greg Janicki. McTavish needed seven medical staples in the top of the his scalp and Janicki took eight
stitches in his forehead to stop profuse bleeding. The players were off the field for about five minutes, returning
just as the handball was called leading to the Galaxy’s first goal.

Both players are questionable for this weekend. "I've been a little tired, a little groggy, spacing out," Janicki said
to The Washington Post. "I'm going to sit out a few days this week, but I'm hoping to be ready. | think | will have
more tests to make sure I'm OK."

The three other starters out for the opener are also not expected to be available. Midfielders Santino Quaranta
and Fred have hamstring injuries, while goalkeeper Louis Crayton has a hip flexor strain.

Moreno was ready to come into the game as a substitute in the 75th minute, but the injuries to McTavish and
Janicki changed that plan, though those two did finish out the match.

“We wanted to make sure one of them was going to come back in, so we adjusted,” Soehn told The Post. “It
took us a little bit to get it out because they wouldn't let them in unless they changed their [bloody] jerseys.
There was a lot of turmoil at the bench until we could get it done.”

For Olsen, it was his first start in an MLS game since November 2007, in the second game of the Eastern
Conference Semifinal Series against Chicago. He was able to play just 15 league minutes a season ago as his
ankle difficulties continued.

"I think we were all kind of waiting to see what | had to offer,” Olsen said. "And personally I'm very happy with
how it went. | thought | held up better than probably most people expected and maybe exceeded my
expectations, but adrenaline and Extra Strength Tylenol and other things gets you through things sometimes.”
United are now winless in their last 10 away league matches, losing seven and drawing three, and have lost 16
of their last 21 away matches (with three draws) in all competitions since the start of 2008.

CHICAGO FIRE

The Chicago Fire conceded a stunning early goal, but turned the game around and strolled from there, coming away
from Pizza Hut Park with a 3-1 victory last Saturday night. The Fire are tied atop the Eastern Conference along with
first-week winners Toronto FC and New England.

LAST MATCH

The Brimstone Cup rivals were meeting to open the season in a rivalry dominated by FC Dallas. And it was the
home side that took the lead after nine minutes in stunning fashion. Receiving the ball in the center circle on his
side of halfway, Cooper launched a long drive that sailed over the head of Fire goalkeeper Jon Busch and into
the upper corner.

But the Fire took the lead with goals on either side of halftime. Justin Mapp took a pass in the left side of the
area and powered it home inside the far post to pull Chicago level (38), then Brian McBride converted a penalty
kick six minutes after the break after Drew Moor was adjudged to have handled the ball.

In stoppage time, Cuauhtemoc Blanco, who came on as a 79th-minute substitute, whipped home a free kick
around the wall and inside Dario Sala's left-hand post to round out the Fire's first win at Dallas since the 1999
season, and their first victory in the series in four seasons.

Fire head coach Denis Hamlett elected to start Cuauhtemoc Blanco on the bench as he returns to fitness after
knee swelling during the offseason. Chris Rolfe also began on the bench as he comes back into shape, with
John Thorrington playing centrally and Marco Pappa wide on the right.

The Fire will be without two starters on the back line this weekend, with Gonzalo Segares and Bakary Soumare
away on international duty. Segares has been called in Costa Rica’s national team for a World Cup qualifier
against Mexico at Estadio Azteca on Saturday, while Soumare will be in Mali's squad for its World Cup qualifier
against Sudan.

With Chris Rolfe and Cuauhtemoc Blanco out of the starting lineup, Marco Pappa was given the start on the
right flank, and he and Justin Mapp provided much of the attacking thrust from the wings.

“We felt that our wide guys are dynamic, they can go inside or outside, and we felt when we had our
opportunity with Justin or whoever it was out wide against Justin, he can beat people off the dribble and get
behind them,” Hamlett said. “He is realizing that it's not just about getting the ball at his feet, its about setting
the guy up in different ways and tonight the way we got that second goal was a prime example so it's good for
him.”

The Fire had just one newcomer in their lineup from the 2008 squad — right back Tim Ward, an offseason
pickup on waivers after playing with the Colorado Rapids. He replaced the injured Brandon Prideaux.

“I've known Timmy for a long time and am happy for him,” Hamlett said. “I think he’s a kid that for four years in
the league was sort of lost between three different teams. We got him in our camp this year and | think this kid
has got a bright future ahead of him. He’s very composed on the ball, can use both feet, has got great vision,
can pass out of the back, likes to get forward and is a good defender.

Blanco was kept out of the starting lineup after knee swelling in the preseason cut down on his fitness.
However, in the 11 minutes he was on the field, he certainly made a difference, capping it with a tremendous
free kick goal.

“He always wants to play 90 minutes,” Hamlett said of Blanco. “The important thing is to do what'’s best for the
team. He has only had 10 days of preseason. He’s getting fit and stronger. The guy is a big-time player. He
played eight or 10 minutes and could have had two goals. He got one tonight and we will continue to push him
along.”

Blanco made news during the week when he announced the 2009 season will be his last with the Fire.

"I'm leaving this year," Blanco said. "My contract will be done, and | will leave happy because | have great
teammates. It's a decision | made. I'm going to look for other options ... | want to return to Mexico or see offers
[in MLS] from another team, but this is my last year with the Fire. | think I've made an impact here. But when
this season ends, I'll look for other options.

GAME NOTES

PONTIUS’ DEBUT

United's rookie Chris Pontius made quite a splash in his
debut, becoming just the second rookie in club history to
score a goal in his first game (Mark Lisi - 2001). His spec-
tacular strike in D.C!s 2-2 draw in LA came in the 62nd
minute and was nominated for Goal of the Week. Pontius
started and played the full 90 minutes.

YOUNG GUNS IMPRESS

In addition to Chris Pontius’ debut on Sunday, rookie
Rodney Wallace - and fellow first-round draftee - started
and went 90 minutes. The Maryland native also collected
the assist on Pontius’ goal. Additionally, 2008 draft pick
Andrew Jacobson made his debut in black, coming on as
a sub in the 83rd minute.

GOMEZ WASTES LITTLE TIME

Christian Gomez didn't take long to make his presence
known as a starter in Sunday's 2-2 draw in LA. The
midfielder also notched his first goal of the season after
getting pulled down in the box and then converting a pen-
alty kick in the 44th minute. Gomez played 83 minutes,
before being subbed off.

2008 RECAP

Last season was one of primarily of disappointment for
D.C. United, as the team dealt with a host of injuries and
the most games played in club history, stumbling to a 11-
15-4 record and missing the post-season for the first time
since 2002. The lone bright spot was a 2-1 win over the
Charleston Battery (USL-1) on Sept. 3 in the U.S. Open
Cup final. The trophy became the club’s second-ever
Open Cup title, having captured the championship during
its inaugural season in 1996.

Head Coach Tom Soehn enters his third season with D.C.

Previ-
ously Gomez, spent 3+ seasons with the Black-and-Red
and is United'’s third all-time leading goal-scorer (39) and
fourth all-time in assists (29). He helped lead the team
to the 2004 MLS Cup championship and capture two
Supporeters’ Shield trohpies (2006, 2007). He was the
League's 2006 MLS MVP and is a fourtime All-Star and
three-time member of the MLS Best XI.

DOMESTICTITLES STREAK

Amongst its many records, D.C. United added an impres-
sive streak after capturing the 2008 U.S. Open Cup. D.C.
became the first team in MLS history to win domestic
titles in three straight seasons - a Supporters’ Shield in
both 2006 and 2007 and the 2008 U.S. Open Cup cham-
pionship.
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IRON MAN SIMMS

In 2008, Clyde Simms set the club record for most
minutes played in all competitions in one season, playing
3,849 minutes in 45 games. Simms was on the field

for all but three minutes of United'’s 30 regular season
matches and also played in all four Champions’ Cup
games, all four U.S. Open Cup fixtures, all three SuperLi-
ga matches and four of the team’s six Champions League
games.

win over New England on 10/16/08, Jaime Moreno put
together his fourth season with 10+ goals and 10+ as-
sists. Moreno achieved the same in 1998 (16G, 11A),
1999 (10, 13) and 2006 (11, 10). He joins the retired Preki
(Kansas City, Miami) as the only two players do it in four
seasons during a career. Only five players have had 10-10
campaigns in two seasons. Moreno was the only player
in 2008 to post double-digit goals and assists.

GOALS CAME AT HOME

With 32 goals in 15 home games, United finished second
in MLS during the 2008 season with the most goals
scored at home, behind LAs 33. The team'’s average of
2.13 goals at home was also second only to LAs 2.33.

INTERNATIONAL HISTORY

In its 13-year history, United has faced 48 international
clubs from 17 different countries. In all competitions
against international opponents, D.C. is 35-22-11 (68 total
games). In cup competitions (CONCACAF Champions
Cup, Copa Sudamericana, FC Giants Cup, InterAmerican
Cup, and SuperLiga) against international teams, the
Black-and-Red is 19-17-7 all-time.

CHICAGO - D.C. SERIES

Today’s game is the 35th all-time regular season meeting between the
two clubs and the first of two meetings in 2009. The Fire have posted a
13-14-7 record against DC through regular season competitions,
including a 1-2-0 record from 2008. The Fire defeated D.C. in their only
road contest at RFK Stadium in 2008, but dropped both matches at home
in TOYOTA PARK. D.C. has a slight advantage in goal scoring as well
with 51 goals to the Fire’s 50 in regular season play.

In 7 postseason meetings, D.C. has scored only two goals (both in
Eastern Conference Semifinals of 2007, Second Leg) and has yet to
defeat the Fire.

LAST TIME OUT: FIRE DOWN DALLAS 3-1 ON ROAD IN OPENER
The Fire opened their 12th season of MLS play with a 3-1 win over FC
Dallas at Pizza Hut Park in Frisco, Texas. Dallas forward Kenny Cooper
opened scoring in the ninth minute of play with a rocket shot from past
midfield, but the Fire leveled the score in the 38th minute with a goal from
midfielder Justin Mapp. Chicagoland native Brian McBride recorded the
game-winning goal off a penalty kick opportunity in the 51st minute and
Fire designated player Cuauhtémoc Blanco scored the insurance goal in
second half stoppage time with a free kick from 20-yards out.

A LOOK AT THE FIRE

The Chicago Fire (1-0-0, 3 pts.) began their 12th season of MLS play last
Saturday with a 3-1 win over FC Dallas. Last season, the Fire posted a
13-10-7 record, reaching the Eastern Conference Finals and falling 2-1 to
the MLS Cup champion Columbus Crew. The Fire returned 21 (of 24)
players from their 2008 squad, including MLS Best 11 members
Cuauhtémoc Blanco, Bakary Soumare, and MLS Goalkeeper of the Year
Jon Busch. The Fire will also enjoy having the services of U.S. Soccer
star and 2008 Men'’s Olympic Soccer Team captain Brian McBride for an
entire season. Second season head coach Denis Hamlett will be looking
to build on last season’s success as he leads the Fire in 2009.
